Enjoy hors d’oeuvres and drinks on
the grounds of the famous Texas Military
Institute, known locally as “The Castle,” then
tour the interior of this rarely opened Austin
landmark. Continue your stroll along West

bring out those “dress blues,” “dress whites,” or
military regalia from any era.

Hosted by Liz and Bill Geise, Joanne
and Randy Hankamer, and Cindy
